SYNAGIS Guidelines:





Administer 15mg/kg q month during RSV season (usually give 1st dose in beginning of November, and last dose in beginning of March, which will protect through late April).





Kids with BPD/CLD, requiring O2/medical treatment within past 6 mo., who are ≤ 24 months at onset of RSV season.


Kids born at ≤ 28 wks EGA (no CLD), who are ≤ 12 months at onset of RSV season.


Kids born at 29-32 wks EGA (no CLD), who are ≤ 6 months at onset of RSV season.


Kids born at 32-35 wks EG (no CLD), who are ≤ 6 months at onset of RSV season, and have ≥ 2 of following risk factors:


Severe neuromuscular disease


Congenital anomalies of the airway


School-aged siblings


Child care attendance by patient or siblings


Exposure to tobacco smoke/other environmental pollutants


Kids with hemodynamically-significant congenital heart disease, who are ≤ 24 months at onset of RSV season, especially those who:


Have moderate to severe pulmonary hypertension


Have cyanotic heart disease (cannot use RSV-IG in these kids).


Are receiving meds to control CHF


       (If have cardiac surgery, & still need prophylaxis, give post-op dose ASAP.)


Kids with PDA or VSD and BPD/CLD who are ≤ 24 months at onset of RSV season.


Consider in kids with CF if ≤ 24 months at onset of RSV season (limited data).


For kids with severe immunodeficiencies (SCID, AIDS), consider giving if ≤ 24 mo. at onset of RSV season; if receiving q month IVIG, consider adding RSV-IG to that.


If give RSV-IG, must delay MMR & varicella vaccines by 9 months.  Otherwise, vaccine schedule should not be altered due to SYNAGIS or RSV-IG administration.





Carseat Guidelines:


Rear-facing until 20 lbs and 1 y/o (best to stay rear-facing until reaches highest height & weight limit allowed by carseat).


Infant-only seats (max 20-30 lbs).


Convertible (used rear-facing until ≥ 20-22 lbs) – better for bigger babies as have ( weight limit.  3 types of harnesses: 5-point, overhead shield, T-shield.


Forward-facing – usually 20-40 lbs:�

Convertible (used fwd-facing) – move to upright position, move shoulder straps, adjust seat belt.


Built-in seats (available in some cars/vans; weight & height limits vary).


Combo fwd-facing/booster seats.


Travel harness (for kids who has outgrown harness, but not ready for booster seat).


Booster seat, used with lap & shoulder belt – usually 40-80 lbs.  Ready when:


Reaches top weigh or height allowed for seat with harness.


Shoulders are above the harness slots.


Ears have reached top of seat.


Seatbelt – usually > 4’9”.  Ready when:


Shoulder belt lies across middle of chest & shoulder (not neck/throat).


Lap belt is low & snug across thights (not stomach).


Can sit comfortably against seat back with legs bent without slouching throughout trip.
